• God is at work in the world and cares about my life – Psalm 34:18; 
Psalm 111:4

evil (Satan and his demons) are in a struggle that affects this world – 
Ephesians 6:12; 1 John 5:19 

• Human beings were created perfect by a direct act of God, but we are 
under condemnation because of our sin – Mark 10:6; Genesis 1:31;

• To deal with my sin and be right with God, I must receive God’s free 
gift of salvation by believing in His Son, Jesus, and His atoning
